Disposal of Wastes
.

The Washington Terrace City spring and fall curbside cleanup/pickup events are for yard wastes only.  All other wastes must be disposed through other means.  Waste articles that cannot be put into the curbside trash containers are the individual homeowner’s responsibility.  Options for disposal may include:

· Removal of old items at the time of delivery of new items such as washers, refrigerators (Freon 12 must be properly handled—it depletes the ozone layer), and furniture,
· Carting the items to the Weber County Waste Transfer Station in a pickup or trailer—there is a disposal fee,
· Securing help from a neighbor or church group for carting the items to the transfer station, or
· Hiring a disposal company to pick up the items—under Waste Disposal in the Yellow Pages.  These companies can also deliver large trash bins (dumpsters) for filling and waste disposal.
Hazardous wastes must be disposed legally.  These wastes can be taken to the Weber County Transfer Station every 3rd Saturday from 9:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. during the months of April through September.  Their telephone number is 399-8358 and the address is 867 W Wilson Lane.  The station can be reached from 21st Street (drive toward the south) east of the Freeway.  Follow the signs.  The service is free to Weber County residents.

Hazardous wastes that can be disposed are household wastes (not business/industrial wastes) containing toxic chemicals, pesticides, herbicides, cleaners, solvents, poisons, anti-freeze, pool chemicals, drain cleaners, acids, bases, hobby chemicals, degreasers, gasoline, transmission fluid, mercury batteries, and unknowns.  Do not mix the chemicals!  Keep them in their original containers for proper transport and identification.

Hazardous wastes that are not accepted at the Weber County Waste Transfer Station include radioactive materials, explosives, ammunition, compressed gas cylinders with gas inside, flares, and infectious wastes.

Used crankcase oil and lead/acid car batteries are hazardous wastes.  Please take used oil to a certified waste disposal facility such as Jiffy Lube, Auto Zone, or Checker Auto.  The service is free, but the quantity that can be disposed at any one time is limited to 3 gallons.  Used batteries will be recycled when a new battery is installed for you at an auto repair shop or battery shop.  If you have old automobile batteries to be disposed look under Batteries – Retail in the Yellow Pages to find a business that takes them for recycling.  The service may be free, there may be a small fee, or they may pay you a small amount.  
Paint can be mixed with kitty litter and left to dry, or simply open the paint container and allow the contents to dry solid.  The paint container can be put into the curbside garbage can for disposal after the contents are dried.

Used tires also must be properly disposed.  There is a $1.00 charge for disposal when new tires are installed on your vehicle and the tire shop will take care of the old ones.  If you have tires to dispose you can call any tire shop to see if they will take them or you can take the tires to the Weber County Transfer Station (see address above).  The station will take 4 tires per day for $1.00 each.
Yard wastes that need to be disposed at other times than the spring and fall cleanup can be taken to the Weber County Composting Station.  Their telephone number is 726-8212 and the address is 2618 W Pioneer Road.  There is a cost of $3.00 per load or $3.00 per trailer axle.  They may even have compost to sell back to you—depending on the time of year.
Recycling is not currently provided by the City or its contracted waste hauler.  Items can be recycled by contacting one of the firms under Recycling Services listed in the Yellow Pages.  The City encourages everyone to:

· Generate less waste—use less paper, bags, boxes, buy things that don’t have 2, 3, or 4 layers of wrapping, drink tap water instead of bottled water, get full use out of the things that are purchased and be careful using them so they last, 
· Recycle paper by putting it into the recycle bins provided at various locations around Washington Terrace, and
· Recycle yard wastes as noted above.
