THE CITY”S NEW RECYCLING PROGRAM!!!!

The City is very excited about the new Recycling Cans.  Recycling Cans (blue cans) were delivered last week to every resident with refuse service.  If you did not receive a can please contact us immediately.  Recycling is included in the cost of your garbage fee which is $14.88.  The first day of recycling pick-up was on July 2, 2008 for Zone 1.

The following are the most common questions the City has received regarding the Recycling Cans:

What can be recycled?

Paper:  Cardboard/paperboard, mixed Paper, newspaper, magazines, catalogs, loose & shredded paper (please bag in plastic or paper bags), boxes (cut down large boxes).

Metal:  Aluminum/tin/steel cans, tin, copper, and aluminum.

Plastic: Containers and other solid plastic with a recycling triangle (#1 - #7)  Plastic bags that you get from the grocery store can be recycled however, they must be bagged and secured from being tossed around. 

Remember that all items must fit within the blue recycle container and overflowing containers will not be picked up.

What can’t be recycled?

Glass, loose plastic bags, pizza boxes (contaminated paper/cardboard), plastic without the recycle symbol, garbage, hazardous waste, containers that once held motor oil, batteries, or yard wastes

When will my recycling can be picked up/What Zone am I in?
Zone 1 homes north of 5000 S  Recycling days are July 2, 16, 30.

Zone 2 all homes south of 5000 S including both sides of 5000 South.  Recycling days are July 9 & 23.

Remember to place cans 3-6 feet away from other cans and objects on collection day.
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
