1. TERRACE DAYS PLANNING MEETING 6:00 P.M.

Solomon provided Council with a tentative schedule of events and asked for any revisions or
suggestions. Council Member Brown commented that South Ogden was able to partner with
Macey’s for promotion and wondered if the city could co-op with a store or brand (such as
Pepsi). Solomon stated that he is working with the Army to put on a physical fitness contest. He
also stated that the band “No Limits” will be performing at the event.

Council Member Jensen stated that the scouts do not meet very often and the city should contact
them months ahead to make sure that they are aware of the parade. Council Members Brown and
Jensen will contact the scouts for the flag parade. Solomon will provide them with an invitation
to participate in the parade.

Council Member Shupe suggested that the Sheriff’s Department can coordinate with each other
on directing the pacing of the parade so that there are not many large gaps between participants,
stating that communication is the key to pacing the groups. Mayor Allen suggested holding the
dog parade later in the schedule to allow for the Council Members to make their way back to the
park to be judges.

Council stated that gapping in the parade was the largest problem last year. Hanson stated that he
will work with his contacts on signage. Lt. Burns stated that different organizations that he has
worked with have their local merchants wear T-shirts promoting the event. He suggested that the
employees of Terrace Depot or Joe’s Pizza could wear the t-shirts on the day of the event to feel
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a part of the community and also promote the event. Council Member Shupe also suggested that
t-shirts for Council could be made to wear to events or conferences.

Solomon explained the new fee structure for vendors. Council agreed to ride in the parade
together, a city dump truck was considered. Council considered Sister Stephanie as a possible
grand Marshall and agreed that she is a good choice because of all the work that she has done in
the city.

Hanson stated that the band will use their own sound system, which will be set up ahead of time
to be used for the PA system and dog show. Harris stated that power is a problem because the
city generator is not large enough. Hanson stated that he may be able to borrow a generator from
West Point.

Council Member Shupe suggested that the city could try to contact the Shriner’s organization to
ride in the parade in their small cars. Council Member Johnston noted that Riverdale has many
dance groups that could participate in the parade that will bring many people out.

Council agreed that spraying of water will not be allowed in the parade.

Council Member Brown suggested flashers (lights) could be used to advertise.

Mayor Allen stated that the Lion’s Club will not be providing a food stand this year because they
do not have enough people this year to administer it.

Hanson stated that the parking lot will be better controlled this year to allow for easier access and
egress. Hanson stated that the goal is to make the event as good as we can with the funds that are
budgeted.

7. COUNCIL/STAFF RESPONSE AND CONSIDERATION TO CITIZEN
COMMENTS
Due to lack of citizen comments, item 7 is unnecessary.

8. NEW BUSINESS

8.1 PRESENTATION: SHERIFF’S OFFICE MONTHLY REPORT
Lt. Burns stated that the calls for service for February were quiet, but noted that March has been
more active. He stated to Council that he is available if they have any questions on any of the
calls that are in the reports. Lt. Burns stated that he will report back on why the assists were
higher last month. He clarified that the assists were done by officers assigned to Washington
Terrace. Lt. Burns stated that the coding of the canine unit could be a possible explanation as to
why the assists were higher.
Lt. Burns stated that citations are remaining fairly constant at around 200.
Lt. Burns stated that the officers in the schools are working very well and the visibility of the
officers has been helpful.
Council Member Brown inquired on the progress of the Sheriff contract. Hanson stated that he
has had discussions with the County and Council concerning the issue and it will be on future
agendas as a work session. Council Member Brown asked Lt. Burns his opinion on drug issues in
Washington Terrace. Lt. Burns stated that the Jr. High and High school have had very low
instances of drug events. He stated that the undercover officer in the school last year has made
an impression. Council Member Shupe stated that he is satisfied with the detective reports being
supplied.

8.2 PRESENTATION: COMMUNITIES THAT CARE PROGRAM UPDATE
Leann PoVey, Director of the Communities that Care Program, updated Council on the program,
stating that the program has received a grant for $69,037 and will increase to $125,000 over the
next few years.
She stated that it takes time to get the coalition moving, but once it is accomplished, the program
should run smoothly. PoVey stated that the program received training from the state substance
abuse department on how to write a community action plan.
PoVey stated that one of the key leaders, Council Member Mary Johnston, has taken time out of
her schedule to attend trainings and help with the program.
Volunteer Joshua Campbell gave a brief update on preparations for an environmental scan. He
stated that the group looks at different marketing strategies and how items are arranged that
involve tobacco and alcohol sales. He stated that the environmental scan will be completed over
the summer. The scans will be completed by the youths themselves. He is an advisor over the
project. Council Member Johnston explained that the kids will go into locations and report on
signage or influential items and report whether they are offered alcohol or tobacco products.
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Campbell explained that the goal is to make the environment healthier for the youth in the
community. He stated that the group has been focusing on Bonneville High School, however,
new efforts are being made to branch out to T.H.Bell. Campbell stated that the coalition is
actively trying to get more parents involved in the program.

Youth program co-chair Kodi Parkhurst stated that it is an exciting process. She stated that the
youth group participates in activities that help their peers and community. She stated that the
group participated in an anti-tobacco day with Weber Human Services and were able to meet
with the legislature to state their feelings on tobacco and its” accessibility. She stated that there
are around 10 people in her group, however, they are always recruiting.

Mayor Allen thanked Council Member Johnston for her involvement in the Program.

Council Member Johnston stated her appreciation for PoVey and Campbell for their work on the
Program.

8.3 MOTION: CONTRACT APPROVAL FOR THE 2013 ROHMER PARK R.A.M.P.
PROJECT

Staff is requesting the approval of the contract to be awarded to Staker Parsons for the
construction of the roadway and parking facilities at Rohmer Park for the RAMP grant project.
Hanson stated that half the bids came in close to the engineer’s estimates, and the other half
came in a little bit lower than estimated.
He stated that with the bid coming in at $232,767.25, the city may be able to expand the project
to include the renovation of the existing parking lot which had originally been pulled from the
request. Hanson stated that the expansion is estimated at an additional $48,000, which will still
be in the price range of the awarded RAMP grant amount. Hanson stated that the city was able to
ask for the expansion because it directly links to the project and the original intent and design.
Hanson stated that he is awaiting approval from the RAMP committee on the expansion, but
noted that he has received positive feedback from the RAMP committee members that he has
spoken to concerning the addition $48,000 allocation.
Hanson stated that the lower bids were mostly from larger companies that viewed this project as
a filler job. Hanson stated that the project should be completed by end of May.
