
ANIMAL CONTROL 

All dogs living in Washington Terrace City must be licensed. This is a yearly license and is        

renewed in the month in which it is purchased. Cats are no longer required to be licensed. 

 

How to acquire a dog license 

 Provide proof of a current rabies vaccination. If you register your dog on line you 

may scan the rabies information and send to jeanb@washingtonterracecity.org 

or fax to 801-627-1872. 

 Online:  Fill out application and use your Visa or MasterCard to pay.  There is a 

$1.90 fee assessed. 

 In person:  Visit the Washington Terrace City located at 5249 S 400 E with proof 

of rabies vaccination and spay/neuter surgery.  You can pay with cash, credit or 

check. 

 By mail:  Payments must be made by check.  Print and fill out the Animal License 

application form and mail to Washington Terrace City, 5249 South 400 East, 

Washington Terrace, and Utah 84405. 

 

   Animal license fees 

 Senior (55+) Unaltered dog: $20.00 

Altered dog : $ 7.00 

 Regular Unaltered dog: $24.00 

Altered dog     : $12.00 

 There is a $20.00 late fee. 

 

   Tags 

 A tag will be issued when the city acquires all required information and license 

form. This tag remains with the registered animal for life.  You must renew and 

pay for a license each year.   

 

  Please notify Washington Terrace City (801) 393-8951 if you are moving out of 

the city or your pet has expired. This will help us keep our records updated. 

 

   Lost/Found/Stray Pets 

   

 If you have a stray animal, remember it belongs to someone.  Please do the right 

thing and notify Animal Control immediately at the South Ogden Animal Shelter 

(801) 622-2949 or through Weber Dispatch (801) 629-8221.  If there is not an 

answer at the South Ogden Animal shelter please leaves a message and details 
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of what you found.  This would include breed, color, sex and any other 

identifiers.  Make sure to include your name and phone number.  The Animal 

Control Officer will contact you as soon as possible to make accommodations for 

the animal.
